Programs

Blaine Stucky reported on the parks event.  The summer event will be held at McCullough Park on June 6, 2009.  The parks department has committed to work with us.  We will get a permit for the park to serve beer, but the focus will be to promote as a family event.  Blaine will ask others to serve on the committee and will host a meeting.

Broadway Corridor Project

Steve Shine reported that we want to celebrate each positive event on Broadway.  The grants will be announced soon and that should be advertised.  The re-opening of Zesto's will be February 25 at noon.  A news release highlighting the improvements made would be a good story.
